What was the main cause of the French and Indian War?

The French and British fought over who would control the Ohio River Valley.  
Who fought in the French and Indian War? Who won?

The French and Indians (both allies) fought against the British.  The British won the war.
Name 3 effects of the French and Indian War.

1. The French lost all their land in North America.
2. Britain gained control of all the last east of the Mississippi River.

3. Britain imposed taxes on the colonists to pay for the expensive war.
How long was the French and Indian War?

The actual fighting lasted for 9 years, but from the time the war was actually declared to when the Treaty of Paris was signed was 7 years (it is nicknamed the Seven Years War).
What did the slogan coined by Benjamin Franklin, “Join or Die” mean to the colonists?

The colonies would have to unite together or…
Explain what the phrase “taxation without representation” means.

Being taxed by representatives (in British Parliament) whom the colonists did not get a change to vote for.
Be able to explain what occurred in the following events leading to the Revolution (be as specific as possible):

· Proclamation of 1763—British Action
The British government made a law that said the colonists could not move West of the Appalachian Mountains.
· Sugar Act—British Action
Placed a high tax on sugar and Britain sent tax collectors to the colonies.  Eventually this act is repealed by the British government.
· Stamp Act—British Action
The colonists had to pay to get a stamp on their paper goods to show that they had paid the required tax.  Eventually this act is repealed by the British government.
· Quartering Act—British Action
Colonists were required to give supplies and shelter to British soldiers.
· Townshend Acts—British Action
Britain placed a tax on things like glass, paint, tea, wool, paper and lead.  Eventually everything in this act was repealed except for the tax on tea.
· Boston Massacre—British Action
British soldiers killed 5 colonists in Boston, talk of war begins.
· Committees of Correspondence—Colonial Reaction
Founded by Samuel Adams—members of this group wrote letter to each other to tell what was going on where they lived.  The letters were delivered by men who rode fast horses.

· Tea Act—British Action
Allowed only the East India Company to sell tea to the colonists.
· Boston Tea Party—Colonial Reaction
Angry colonists dressed up like Mohawk Indians tossed 342 chests of tea into Boston Harbor.
· Intolerable Acts—British Action
As a result of the Boston Tea Party, Britain passed 4 new laws to punish the colonists.  Britain closed Boston Harbor until all the wasted tea was paid for, imposed a new Quartering Act, sent more soldiers to Boston and appointed Thomas Gage, a British general, to govern Massachusetts.
· First Continental Congress—Colonial Reaction
Representatives from all the colonies except Georgia met to plan a boycott of British goods, write a Declaration of Rights to be sent to the King and create a militia.  
· Battles of Lexington and Concord—Both  
The first battles of the Revolutionary War.
Based on only what we have discussed in class so far, be able to explain the contributions of the following people in the Road to the Revolution: THIS WILL BE A MATCHING SECTION.
· George Washington
Young colonial in the French and Indian War who built Fort Necessity.
· Samuel Adams
Organized the group called the “Sons of Liberty” to protest the Stamp Act and created the “Committees of Correspondence”
· Patrick Henry
A young patriot lawyer who gave the famous speech “Give me Liberty of Give me Death”
· Benjamin Franklin
Came up with the Albany Plan of Union to unite the colonies during the French and Indian War, created the “Join or Died” Cartoon to unite the colonies.
· John Adams
Patriot leader who served as a delegate to the First Continental Congress..
· Paul Revere
Sent spies to watch for British soldiers so he could warn the militia that the British were coming.
What was the purpose of the Sons of Liberty group? Who formed the group?

To protest the Stamp Acts.  Samuel Adams formed the Sons of Liberty.
Why was the Stamp Act repealed?

The stamp tax collectors refused to collect the taxes because they were afraid of the Sons of Liberty.
In 1770, Parliament repealed all of the Townshend Acts tariffs except for the tax on what good?

Why did Parliament create the Tea Act?

Because the East India Company (a British business) had a surplus of about 17 million pounds of tea—too much tea and the colonists weren’t buying.
How did the colonies communicate with one another?
Committees of Correspondence
What was decided at the First Continental Congress?

1. Planned a boycott against British goods until the Intolerable Acts were repealed.
2. Each colony would create their own militia.
What was the “shot heard round the world”?

The first shot of the Revolutionary War.
